
 
 
 
 



SIGNIFICANT ACTIVITIES OF OFFICE OF DC(MSME) DURING MARC H  2008 
 
1. IMPLEMENTATION OF MSMED ACT 2006  

(i) Order for filing a case for violation of the policy of reservation for exclusive manufacture in 

MSE Sector by M/s Sunbeam High Tech Medicare, in appropriate court of law was issued. 

(ii) The progress report of MSEFC was updated.  

(iii) In continuation of capacity building of MSMS-DIs for implementation of MSMSED Act, an 

facilitation audit of the MSME-DI, Hyderabad was carried out in the areas of i) MPRs for the 

cases in MSEFC, ii) MPRs on filing of EMs, iii) Uploading of EM information on the website 

etc. 

(iv) The progress of filing of EMs in the States/UTs was coordinated.  Necessary 

            Guidelines were issued to the MSME-DIs for regularly forwarding the   monthly progress 

reports in this connection. 

(v) Proposal for holding meeting of Advisory Committee constituted in pursuance of Section 7(2) 

of MSMED Act, 2006 was submitted. 

 

2. IMPORTANT MEETINGS 

 Two meetings of the Department Related Parliament Standing Committee on Industry were 

held - i) on 24.3.2008 with REGP, Coir and KVIC related Associations and ii) on 25.3.2008 

with MSME Associations,  regarding Demand for Grants for 2008-09 of Ministry of MSME. 

AS&DC (MSME) and other senior officers of the Office of DC (MSME) attended the meeting. 

 

3. IMPORTANT ACTIVITIES 

(i) The 4th meeting of the National Board for Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises (NBMSME) 

was held on 12th March, 2008 at Vigyan Bhavan under the Chairmanship of Minister (MSME) 

on “Establishing of EDIs by the State Governments.”   

(ii) The implementation status of Package for Promotion of Micro & Small Enterprises, which was 

announced in February/March ’07 was updated and placed on the web-site/portal i.e. 

www.dcmsme.gov.in. 

(iii) Brief note on views of Ministry of MSME on the revised ‘draft policy on Urban Street Vendors 

2004 and Draft Model Bill on the Street Vendor (Promotion of Livelihood Regulations of 

Street Vendors Bill 2008) was prepared for Minisiter (MSME) for the Cabinet Meeting. 



(iv) Comments on applications by the entrepreneurs/industrialists were provided to Deptt. of IP&P 

on 400 Industrial Enterprises Memoranda, 8 Industrial Licenses and 4 Foreign Technology 

Cooperation. 

(v) Information relating to two RTI cases was provided. 

(vi) The Industrial policy of Tamil Nadu was uploaded   in DC (MSME) website. 

(vii)   The issue of steep hike in the price of iron and steel material in the recent months taken up with 

the Ministry of Steel . 

      (viii)   The new Coal Distribution Policy was circulated to MSME Associations.  

        (ix)    123 Job work were undertaken for 123 MSMEs by the autonomous bodies under DC (MSME). 

 

4.      SKILL DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME 

(i) Field offices of DC (MSME) conducted 2 Entrepreneurship Development Programmes, 346 

Skill Development Programmes, 54 Motivational Campaigns, 6 Management Development 

Programmes and 2 Business School Development Programmes (Tailor made courses). 12593 

persons were trained during the month taking the cumulative number for the year 2007-08 at 

136534.  

(ii)   Autonomous bodies of DC (MSME) conducted 91 Skill Development Programmes in which 3585 

persons were trained.   

 

5.       TECHNOLOGY UPGRADATION  

        Significant achievement of Autonomous bodies working under DC (MSME):-  

(a) Indo Danish Tool Room, Jamshedpur successfully manufactured a Disc Protection device 

used in calibration of Electric Meters (an import substitute) for an MSE. 

(b) Central Institute of Tool Design, Hyderabad provided assistance in design and 

manufacturing of tools for metrology and quality control to 32 MSMEs. 

(c) 223 samples of essential oils were analyzed by MSME-TDC (Fragrance and Flavour 

Development Centre), Kannauj  

   (d)    Pilot Plant facilities of the MSME-TDC, Kannauj were utilized for the production of 1500 

Kgs of refuse sandal wood powder. 

                  



6. MARKETING ASSITANCE TO MSME FOR EXHIBITS AND EXPORT ING 
THEIR PRODUCTS   THROUGH INTERNATIONAL TRADE FAIR   

 

 

(i) 22 MSEs including 3 women entrepreneurs participated in India Engineering Exhibition (INDEE-

08) at St. Petersburg (Russia) from 11-14 March 2008 through DC (MSME) under the Market 

Development Assistant Scheme. 

(ii) 21 MSEs including 12 women entrepreneurs participated in Cairo International Trade Fair (Egypt) 

at Cairo from 18-28 March 2008 through DC (MSME) under the Market Development Assistant 

Scheme. Confirmed order was received for value of 75000 USD and 321000 USD worth of trade 

enquiries received.  

(iii) Rs. 4.56 lakhs reimbursed to 41 MSEs for adoption of Bar Code as one time registration fee and 

annual recurring fee under SSI-MDA Scheme. 

(iv) Four one day seminar/sensitization programme on Bar Coding were organized by MSME-DIs in 

which 174 MSEs participated.  

 
7. FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE FOR TECHNOLOGY UPGRADATION & MODERN ISATION 
 
  Under the ISO 9000 Reimbursement Scheme, an amount of Rs.428 lakhs  

     reimbursed to 960 MSEs during the month taking the total to Rs.9.14 crore reimbursed to 2380 MSME
